It is subsequently mandatory that 
every media representative when picking up the accreditation is in 
possession and provides the respective certificate that proves the 
required vaccination or immunization. Furthermore, a negative PCR 
test not older than 48 hours must be presented.

Upon every entry to a playing venue at the Men’s EHF EURO 2020 it 
is mandatory to either provide a negative PCR test which is not older 
than 48 hours or a negative Antigen test which is conducted on the 
same day.

Testing locations can be found here. 

These measures are to be applied for all persons involved in the 
championship:

•	 Wash your hands several times a day with soap and water for 20 	
	 seconds or an alcohol-based hand disinfectant.

•	 All persons involved are recommended to carry a hand sanitizer 	
	 with them.

•	 Maintain social distancing.

•	 Avoid busy places, large crowds of people and public transport  
	 if possible

•	 If presence at busy places and the use of public transport is not 	
	 avoidable, always wear a FFP2 mask. 

•	 Be aware of all the symptoms of Covid-19 and notify medical  
	 staff if symptoms appear.

MEDIA OPERATIONS
NON-RIGHTS HOLDERS
Non-rights holders do not have the right to film/record audio in the 
competition venue, apart from the mixed zone and press conference.  
Any infringement to that rule will be handled by Infront and the EHF. 

MEDIA CALLS
All participating teams are required to hold a media call for the 
international media on match day -1 before the preliminary and  
main rounds.
The media calls can be held online and with physical media presence.  
In case teams wish to organise a media call with accredited media 
physically present, these media calls may only take place in the main 
playing arena immediately before or after a training session of the team  
in question, i.e. in the mixed zone or adjacent to the playing court. 
Media are not allowed to enter the team hotel at any time. 
With the explicit permission of the team in question, one-on-one 
interviews between players and journalists may take place outside 
the team hotel. For all interview situations, it is mandatory for media 
representatives to wear an FFP2 mask and social distance rules must  
be obeyed.

PHOTO OPERATIONS
BIB
In order to photograph you have to wear your photo bib at all times, as 
well as your accreditation. You can collect your photo bib at the info desk 
on the media tribune with an ID or your press card and a deposit. You 
can pick up this document and the deposit when you return your bib. It is 
forbidden to wear team or country outfits and we kindly ask you to wear 
an outfit as neutral as possible.
Due to Covid-19 measures, photographers are not allowed to exchange 
bibs with other photographers. Once the bib has been taken, needs to 
be kept until the end of the respective photographers’ stay at the Men’s 
EHF EURO 2022. If the photographer is changing the venue after the 
preliminary or main round, the bib must be returned in the venue and the 
new one will be obtained in the next venue. 

PHOTO POSITIONS
Photo positions are located behind the goals. You must wear your 
accreditation and your bib to be able to access them. Photographers are 
requested to take their places in the photo positions ahead of the start of 
each game.
It is mandatory to remain seated during a match and it is forbidden to 
enter the field of play. Changing sides is only possible at half-time and it is 
forbidden to cross the field of play to do so: the adequate routing will be 
presented in the photo briefing.

MEDAL CEREMONY
For the EHF EURO 2022, positions 1 – 3 (Gold, Silver and Bronze) will be 
awarded directly after the final. Position 4 will be awarded gifts after the 
match 3/4. 

The All-star Team will be announced via a video clip in the arena, on the 
website and all social media channels on the final match day. 

Awards will be handed over to the players’ in course of the Player of the 
Match Award Ceremony after the Bronze Medal Match and the Final. 

The handover of the Player of the Match Award as well as the All-star 
Team Award will be carried out in a way that players collect their award by 
themselves from a podium. 

Players who are part of the All-star Team and not playing at the final day 
will be awarded in an unofficial way (if there is a change to this the EHF 
will inform the DEN OC).

LEGAL PROCEDURES

Presentation
At an EHF EURO, the administration of justice is in the hands of two 
bodies, i.e. the Disciplinary Commission and the Jury. The Disciplinary 
Commission constitutes the body of first instance, which decisions can be 
appealed to the Jury acting as a body in second instance. Both instances 
together may also be referred to as the ad hoc bodies. Both ad hoc bodies 
are composed by members of the Court of Handball and Court of Appeal 
acting as ad hoc bodies.

Composition
To rule upon a case, each panel is composed of a Chairperson and two 
members. The President of the Court of Handball, acting as the Chairperson 
in all cases, nominate two members among its commission’s members and 
ensure the independence and the impartiality of the decisions rendered 
by the legal bodies. For example, if a case arises from a match between 
Denmark and Serbia, members of the Disciplinary Commission or the 
Jury from these two national federations, as well as the nationality of the 
delegates and referees of that game, will not be part of the deciding panel.

Competence
The ad hoc bodies are competent to settle protests filed in by participating 
teams, cases relating to regulations infringements and disciplinary situations 
such as direct disqualifications.

Handling
Regardless the nature of the situation, proceedings are handled following an 
express procedure to comply with the need of quickness and effectiveness 
inherent to an EHF EURO. For example, to ensure the balance of the 
competition, decisions relating to a direct disqualification are rendered 
before the next match of the concerned player and team.

EHF EURO RECORD

Slovenia has been rising up at the EHF EUROs in 
recent years. The 2004 silver medallists went from 14th 
place in 2016 to fourth place in 2020. 

Coach Ljubomir Vranjes took over Slovenia only weeks 
before the start of EHF EURO 2020 and immediately 
went into battle for the bronze medal, only to lose to 
Norway 20:28 after a great clash against Spain in the 
semi-finals.

This time, Slovenia will give their maximum on the 
court trying to reach the same objective, starting 
against Montenegro, North Macedonia and Denmark 
in Debrecen. Their route to EHF EURO 2020 was 
achieved with four out of six wins in qualification, 
topping group 5. 

Boosted with experience from backs Jure Dolenec 
and THW Kiel’s Miha Zarabec or Barça right wing 
Blaz Janc, together with some young talent like 
Barça centre back Domen Makuc, Slovenia can be an 
amazing and dangerous mix.

The team’s 13th appearance in 15 European 
championships proves good work is a constant in 
Slovenia. Their bronze medal at the IHF Men’s World 
Championship 2017, their appearance in the EHF 
EURO 2020 final weekend and ninth at last year’s 
World Championship shows they can compete with 
the best when everything clicks.

EHF EURO RECORD

Denmark owe everyone revenge. After delivering a 
lacklustre performance at the EHF EURO 2020 and 
seeing themselves eliminated even before the main 
round, the Danes are clearly back for more at the EHF 
EURO 2022. Since their failure in Malmö, they won the 
World Championship in Egypt last January as well as 
reaching the Olympic final in Tokyo.

Lately, it seems like the world stage is better suited for 
Denmark than the European one, as Mikkel Hansen 
and his teammates have not been able to step on the 
EHF EURO podium since 2014, when they suffered a 
home loss to France in the final. But they are double 
European champions from 2008 and 2012. 

It might be time for a change. This Danish team 
seems more balanced on the court, thanks to Mathias 
Gidsel’s arrival. The left-hander, who currently plays 

for GOG, was a surprise for Denmark in the last two 
competitions they played, and will add even more 
danger for their opponents.

Coach Nikolaj Jacobsen should be able to count on 
most of his major players, while using this EHF EURO 
to add some young blood to his roster. The likes of 
Emil Jakobsen, Emil Nielsen and Jacob Holm might be 
encouraged to take even more responsibility than they 
did in the past.

At the EHF EURO 2022, Denmark will have to navigate 
through a group consisting of three Balkan teams, 
including North Macedonia. The side led by legend Kiril 
Lazaroz defeated Denmark in the EHF EURO 2022 
qualifiers back in January and could cause Jacobsen 
and his boys some trouble.

EHF EURO RECORD

North Macedonia has a strong handball tradition with 
the whole country loving handball to its maximum. 
They come into their sixth consecutive EHF EURO 
with a special story: legendary player Kiril Lazaorv, 
who is still an important part of the HBC Nantes 
squad and in the national team as a right back, will 
act as player-coach. 

Lazarov took over the team in February 2021 from 
Danilo Brestovac for qualification round 3 for the EHF 
EURO 2022. He led his teammates to an extraordinary 
win over Denmark, with experienced centre back Filip 
Mirkulovski by his side. 

Both coach and assistant coach scored for their 
country in qualification, and will probably do 
so again in the final tournament. They come to 

Debrecen as second in qualification group 7, with 
five out of six wins.

North Macedonia face tough clashes in group 
A against Denmark, Montenegro and Slovenia. 
Previously, they finished 15th at EHF EURO 2020 after 
being 11th twice and 10th in 2014. Their all-time best 
ranking was fifth at EHF EURO 2012.

Although they underperformed at the IHF Men’s 
World Championship 2021, finishing 23rd without a 
win, North Macedonia still have confidence of EURO 
success. And with Lazarov, line player Stojanche 
Stoilov, and the goalkeeper duo Martin Tomovski and 
Nikola Mitrevski among others, they can be a hard nut 
to crack.

EHF EURO RECORD

Montenegro hope their sixth EHF EURO will bring 
them to the main round for the first time. After 
finishing 12th, then three times 16th and most recently 
18th in 2020, Montenegro want to take a step further at 
EHF EURO 2022.

Coach Zoran Roganovic, who took over in August 
2018, plans to reach the desired goal with a new, 
different style of play.

EHF EURO RECORD

At the EHF EURO 2020, Portugal won the same 
number of games, four, as they had done in the 
previous five editions of the competition they took 
part in combined. They were the feel-good story, the 
plucky underdog who takes the competition by storm 
and wins big, including handing hosts Sweden their 
biggest home loss in history. 

After their sixth place in January 2020, the 
Portuguese side finished 10th at the IHF Men’s World 
Championship and came ninth in their first-ever 
participation at the Olympic Games.

Some would say that is a great resumé for a team that 
perhaps lacks tradition, but the results surely did not 
satisfy such a demanding coach as Paulo Pereira. The 
Portuguese mastermind has consistently reiterated 
that his team should aim higher and higher, possibly 
even for a medal. It is unclear whether they really have 

the credentials for a title run, but everything is possible 
with a team that wears its heart on its sleeve.

The stage is certainly set for Portugal to climb even 
higher. Their core of players is even more experienced 
now, with two years of competing at top level, both in 
international handball and at club level. 

Some players, like Miguel Martins, have switched from 
Portuguese clubs to European powerhouses and 
developed even further, while Pereira improved his 
aggressive style of handball to wreak even more havoc 
against opponents. 

Portugal have a big hole to cover between the 
goalposts after Alfredo Quintana’s untimely death in 
February, but every player has said that they will take 
the court in every game with the late goalkeeper in 
mind. That emotion could take Portugal a long way.

EHF EURO RECORD

There has been a plethora of changes in the Hungarian 
national team over the last decade, but everything 
looks to be on the up after former star centre back 
Istvan Gulyas was appointed as head coach in 2019, 
with two other former excellent players, Chema 
Rodriguez and Laszlo Nagy, assisting him. 

At EHF EURO 2020, Hungary got their best finish 
since 2014, ninth. One year later, at the IHF Men’s 
World Championship in Egypt, Hungary were fifth, 
their best result since 1997.

This is a team which mixes exuberant youth and 
experienced players masterfully. Stalwarts like Roland 
Mikler, Mate Lekai or Adrián Sipos are doubled by 
breakout stars such as EHF EURO 2020 All-Star line 

player Bence Bánhidi, or Dominik Mathe, who is poised 
to become a household name in the next years. The 
relative lack of experience could show in inconsistency 
and Hungary still have one of the youngest rosters in 
the competition.

Yet the feeling is Hungary are up to something, 
especially in defence, where Bánhidi makes a strong 
partnership with Sipos and Patrik Ligetvári, shielding 
an excellent goalkeeper in Mikler. But the attack, led 
by Lekai and inspired by Mathe, should also take a 
step forward. 

A best-ever EHF EURO finish – topping sixth place in 
1998 – is not out of the question.

EHF EURO RECORD

Will mastermind Aron Palmarsson be fit (enough) 
for the EHF EURO 2022? This is the main question 
for Icelandic handball, after the superstar was injured 
twice since his transfer to Danish side Aalborg last 
summer. 

Iceland already had to replace Palmarsson at the IHF 
Men’s World Championship 2021 in Egypt and finished 
only in 20th position. Two years ago, at the EHF EURO 
2020 – when Gudjon Valur Sigurdsson played his last 
major event – Iceland finished eleventh, a little better 
than at the two previous final tournaments, when they 
finished 13th both times.

Coach Gudmundur Gudmundsson – who steered 
Iceland to their biggest successes in his first stint in 
the job, silver at the Beijing 2008 Olympic Games and 
bronze at EHF EURO 2010 in Austria – can still count 
on some highly decorated players. 

In particularly outstanding form is right back Ómar 
Ingi Magnusson, who was top scorer in the Bundesliga, 
EHF European League winner and IHF Super Globe 
winner with SC Magdeburg, all in 2021. But Magnusson 
has not had such an impact in the national team so 
far, as he was ruled out by injuries in 2020 and 2021, 
playing only four matches at the World Championship. 
Besides Palmarsson, Gudmundsson also has at his 
disposal some highly experienced players such as 
goalkeeper Björgvin Pall Gustavsson and left wing 
Bjarki Mar Elisson, but did not nominate line player Kari 
Kristjansson. 

In the EHF EURO 2022 qualification, Iceland finished 
second in their group below Portugal.

EHF EURO RECORD

The Netherlands played their first ever EHF EURO in 
2020 in Norway, and their result was pretty satisfying, 
with a 32:24 win in the preliminary round against 
Latvia. They might not have made it to the main round, 
after finishing behind future champions Spain and 
Germany, but they showed great future potential.

Now they are back, after an impressive qualifying 
phase that saw them finishing level with Slovenia in 
group 5 and three points in front of Poland, a much 
more experienced team.

Dutch players have been gaining individual experience 
in some of the best clubs in Europe since 2020. Luc 
Steins was signed by Paris Saint-Germain while left-
handed Kay Smits made the trip to Germany to play 
with SC Magdeburg. Bobby Schagen and goalkeeper 
Bart Ravensbergen have also proved themselves to 

be late bloomers, taking responsibilities in Lemgo and 
Nordhorn, also in the Bundesliga.

With their key players on top form and playing in the 
biggest leagues in Europe, could the Netherlands hope 
for an even better result at EHF EURO 2022 than two 
years previously?

In group B, they will face tough opposition. Portugal, a 
side that will want to repeat their 2020 triumph where 
they reached the main round, hosts Hungary and ever-
dangerous Iceland will give the Dutch a hard time.

But during the qualifiers, the Netherlands proved that 
they could remain composed even in hostile territories. 
They did not lose any of their away games during the 
qualifying campaign, showing that they could well be a 
threat at EHF EURO 2022.

EHF EURO RECORD

Croatia secured their spot at their 15th EHF EURO with 
a silver medal from the 2020 edition, losing to Spain 
20:22 in the finals. They have been part of the EHF 
EURO story since 1994 and they are coming to Szeged 
with new coach Hrvoje Horvat, who has served as an 
assistant coach to Lino Cervar since 2017.

The team will have a hard task to repeat the success of 
2020, when they added a third silver to their collection 
alongside three bronze medals. The EHF EURO crown 
continues to be a dream, and is the only gold missing 
in a rich trophy collection.

While their group opponents, France, Serbia and 
Ukraine, were going through qualification, Croatia 
played six matches in the EHF EURO Cup. They 
finished second with EHF EURO 2022 co-hosts 

Hungary first, leaving defending champions Spain and 
the other co-host, Slovakia behind.

After failing to qualify for the Tokyo 2020 Olympic 
Games, coach Horvat introduced new and young 
players into the team, giving them more time on 
the court. With many experienced players and the 
backbone of the team, Domagoj Duvnjak, combining 
with young stalwarts like Ivan Martinovic, Croatia will 
try to present a new style and the future of the team 
while aiming for the top step of the podium.

Their powerful attack and sturdy defence with the 
emphasis on 5-1, will characterise the Croatian play 
as they look for another solid performance. Having 
finished fifth or better in the last nine EHF EUROs, 
there is a lot to live up to.

EHF EURO RECORD

After underperforming in recent major competitions, in 
2020 Serbia decided to turn things around and bring a 
foreigner to the helm. Spanish coach Antonio Gerona 
took over with a clear idea of leading Serbia to EHF 
EURO 2022. It turned out to be a good decision.

Serbia, after winning silver medal at EHF EURO 2012, 
have not featured among the top teams since. At 
EHF EURO 2020 they finished 20th; they were 18th 
at the IHF Men’s World Championship 2019 and failed 
to qualify for the 2021 edition as well as the last two 
Olympic Games. 

But sparked by Gerona’s inspiration, they looked 
revitalised in qualifying for EHF EURO 2022 in first 
place in group 1. Their successes included beating 
2020 Olympic champions France 27:24 and drawing 
the return fixture 26:26.

These qualification results, together with good 
performances by players in their clubs all over Europe, 
will be a good boost for Serbia ahead of exciting 
matches in Szeged where they will face France, Croatia 
and Ukraine. 

Eyeing main round participation, Serbia’s key will be 
a strong defence backed up by Dejan Milosavljev and 
Vladimir Cupara between the posts.

EHF EURO RECORD

A brand-new French team will be going for the title 
again at the EHF EURO 2022. Their last attempt 
ended on a historical low with France failing to make it 
to the main round, after being eliminated by Norway 
and a surprising Portugal side.

Since 2020, a lot of changes have taken place in the 
French camp. Coach Didier Dinart was replaced by 
Guillaume Gille while two captains came and went: 
Cédric Sorhaindo and Michaël Guigou. 

To imagine the extent of the turnover of the past few 
years, just one statistic is enough. Of the 16 players 
that stepped on the court at the Jyske Bank Boxen in 
Herning in 2014, when France last won the European 
title, only three are still active with the national team: 
the Karabatic brothers, Nikola and Luka, as well as new 
captain Valentin Porte.

With a new generation made of Nedim Remili, Dika 
Mem, Hugo Descat and Ludovic Fabregas, well-known 
in the EHF Champions League, France have become 
ambitious again. Just take a look at their results from 
the latest competition: they finished fourth at the IHF 
Men’s World Championship 2021 before snatching 
gold at the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games last summer.

France’s EHF EURO hopes are slightly dented by 
injuries to Remili and Luka Karabatic, and left back 
Elohim Prandi after a recent stabbing attack, but they 
remain hungry.

France will face some tough opponents right from 
the preliminary round, having to deal with Croatia and 
Serbia, two sides that will be backed up by their fans in 
Szeged. But taking points against these opponents will 
be mandatory for Guillaume Gille and his boys if they 
want to play a role in the competition.

EHF EURO RECORD

In 2020, Ukraine made their return to the EHF EURO 
after a 10-year absence. This comeback was not 
crowned with success, as Ukraine came back from 
Trondheim with three losses under their belts, even 
though they did not lose a game by more than four 
goals.

Can they do any better at EHF EURO 2022? Ukraine 
made it to the final tournament by finishing among 
the best third-ranked teams in qualification. In group 
3, they collected five points, including one in a draw 
against Russia, the future leader of their group.

In Hungary and Slovakia, Ukraine will rely particularly 
on players sporting the colours of HC Motor in the 
EHF Champions League. Gennadiy Komok, Dmytro 
Horiha and Vladyslav Dontsov are all regulars in the 

major European club competition, and with two more 
seasons under their belt, they could help their country 
win their first game in a EHF EURO since 2006. 

However, Motor stalwarts Zahkhar Denysov and Artem 
Kozakevych have been left out of the EURO squad this 
time around – it remains to be seen how much their 
absence will be felt.

In a group composed of France, Croatia and Serbia, 
Ukraine might look like the underdogs, but their 
fighting spirit will help them surprise anyone taking 
them lightly. Not so long ago, Evgeny Budko and his 
boys proved that they could compete with the likes of 
North Macedonia and Iceland. That could give them 
a chance, particularly against Serbia, and hopes of a 
second main round qualification in history after 2002.

EHF EURO RECORD

Germany will start their 14th participation at a Men’s 
EHF EURO with a fairly new team. After missing the 
semi-finals at the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games, team 
captain Uwe Gensheimer and right back Steffen 
Weinhold quit playing for the national team, EHF 
EURO 2020 best defender Hendrik Pekeler has 
announced a break, and goalkeeper Johannes Bitter is 
only on stand-by for “cases of emergency”. Definitely, 
some new names will be on-court in Bratislava, 
where Alfred Gislason will have his first EHF EURO as 
German national team coach. The Icelander took over 
from Christian Prokop right after the EHF EURO 2020, 
when Germany had finished fifth.

The 24-year-old Flensburg line player Johannes Golla 
is the new team captain, and in the test matches 
against Portugal in November seven debutants were 
in the German squad. Some experienced stars, such 
as goalkeeper Andreas Wolff and line player Patrick 

Wiencek are still in the roster, but one main focus is 
to build up a team for the EHF EURO 2024 on home 
ground.

In qualification for the EHF EURO 2022, Germany 
extended their impressive series to 20 straight victories 
in EHF EURO qualifiers, leaving Austria, Bosnia and 
Herzegovina and Estonia behind.In 2004, Germany 
became the first nation to win the full set of silverware 
at Men’s EHF EURO events, winning bronze in 1998, 
silver in 202 and gold in 2004 - but then it took until 
Poland in 2016 to win another medal (gold).

Now it is the turn for the new generation, led by Golla, 
right wing Timo Kastening or the even younger talents 
of left back Sebastian Heymann and goalkeeper Till 
Klimpke – both All-star Team members and bronze 
medallists at the U18 EHF EURO in 2016 – to take over 
the responsibility.

EHF EURO RECORD

Finishing eighth on home ground in 2020 was the 
best-ever result for Austria at an EHF EURO final 
tournament. Since then, many Austrian players have 
left their footprints at top international clubs. 

Left wing Sebastian Frimmel is currently one of the 
top scorers at EHF Champions League participants 
Pick Szeged (HUN), youngster Lukas Hutecek plays a 
strong role at EHF European League participant TBV 
Lemgo Lippe (GER) and powerful line player Tobias 
Wagner has successfully started at Fenix Toulouse 
(FRA). 

But the main responsibility at Austria’s fourth EHF 
EURO participation is still carried on the shoulders of 
team captain and superstar Nikola Bilyk. The EHF Cup 
and Champions League winner with THW Kiel did not 
play for the national team from January 2020 until 
November 2021 due to a severe knee injury, but was 

already the best scorer at his comeback in the test 
matches against Czech Republic. 

Slovenian-born coach and former Champions League 
winner Ales Pajovic, who is at the helm since 2019, has 
built a team with many talents, including the best-ever 
scorer in the Austrian national team, right wing Robert 
Weber, who has scored 863 goals for his country. 
The major change since 2020 is in the goalkeeper 
position. Thomas Bauer quit playing for the national 
team and is replaced by Montenegrin-born Golub 
Doknic, who now has Austrian citizenship. 

In qualification, Austria finished second in the group 
with their preliminary round opponents Germany. 
As at the EHF EURO 2020, they face Germany and 
Belarus – and they know that the way to the main 
round is steep.

EHF EURO RECORD

The Belarusian standard at EHF EURO events is tenth, 
their final position at the previous three tournaments.
Head coach Iouri Chevtsov’s team are set to play their 
seventh EHF EURO, and their sixth in a row. Chevtsov 
has led the team since 2009, building a squad 
including many rising stars from EHF Champions 
League clubs. 

One of them is right wing Mikita Vailupau, who was 
second-best scorer at the EHF EURO 2020 (just 
below Sander Sagosen/NOR) and second-best scorer 
of the EHF Champions League season 2020/21. Next 
summer, Vailupau will make the next step of his career, 
moving from Meshkov Brest to Veszprém.

Besides Vailupau, others such as left wing Andrei 
Yurynok, the line players Artsem Karalek and 
Viachaslau Bokhan or the tall left back Uladzislau 
Kulesh have developed and gained experience in 

the last years. Between the posts, the Meshkov duo 
Viachaslau Saldatsenka and Ivan Matskevich stand as a 
wall, combined with a strong defence. 

Although Belarus are quite a young squad, they are 
well-rehearsed, as they have played together for many 
years. In qualification, Belarus finished second below 
Norway and even beat the EHF EURO 2020 bronze 
medallists once – both finished with 10 points from six 
matches. 

They find themselves once again in a group with 
Germany and Austria; in 2020, they lost 22:31 to 
Germany, and drew 36:36 with Austria.
Belarus’ best EHF EURO final ranking is still eighth at 
the first edition of the tournament in 1994.

EHF EURO RECORD

Coach Patryk Rombel and his team are on two 
missions at the EHF EURO 2022 - first to forget the 
weak results of previous editions, and secondly to 
promote the 2023 World Championship, jointly hosted 
with Sweden. 

Poland missed EHF EURO 2018 and finished 21st at 
EHF EURO 2020; they missed direct qualification for 
the IHF Men’s World Championship 2021, but received 
an IHF wildcard to participate. 

In Egypt, they showed their progression. Players such 
as Szymon Sicko, Michal Olejniczak and Arkadiusz 
Moryto have developed in the right way and the full 
transition from the former golden generation – World 
Championship 2007 silver medallists, and World 
Championship 2009 and 2015 bronze medallists – to 
the new generation was coming to fruition. Rombel 
has integrated many young players, many of them 

from 2016 EHF Champions League winners Kielce or 
the 2021 EHF European League semi-finalists Orlen 
Wisla Plock. Some experienced stars, such as PSG 
line player Kamil Syprzak, who missed the World 
Championship 2021, or left wing Przemyslav Krajewski, 
are still part of the squad, but the future has begun for 
Poland. 

The team booked their EHF EURO 2022 ticket as one 
of the four best third-ranked teams after finishing 
their group below Slovenia and the Netherlands. A 
27:26 win against Slovenia was crucial to make it to 
Bratislava, where they will face Belarus, Germany and 
Austria in the preliminary round. 

Poland’s best EHF EURO result so far was fourth 
in 2010, when they lost the bronze final against 
Iceland. On home ground in 2016, they missed out on 
qualifying for the semi-finals after a defeat by Croatia 
in the final main round match.

EHF EURO RECORD

Can Spain become the second team in history to win 
the EHF EURO three times in a row? 

In the past, only Sweden managed such a successful 
run, winning the 1998, 2000 and 2002 editions. 
After that, France won the competition three times, 
and Denmark won twice, but neither of these two 
accomplished the back-to-back feat.

Since January 2020, Spain have showed they can 
remain competitive, reaching the semi-finals and 
winning bronze both at the Tokyo 2020 Olympic 
Games last summer and at the IHF Men’s World 
Championship six months earlier.

It seems like the EHF EURO is the lucky competition 
for Spain. The Hispanos have reached the final 
weekend of every European competition since 2012, 
reaching the final in the last three editions.

Coach Jordi Ribera should not need to make many 
changes to his team. Stalwarts Angel Fernandez and 
Jorge Maqueda should be on court to defend their 
colours again, helped by youngsters Aleix Gómez and 
Ian Tarrafeta. The pair of Gonzalo Perez de Vargas and 
Rodrigo Corrales between the posts will once again be 
one to watch. 

Spain is operating a transition, although a very smooth 
one, with key players of the past being replaced year 
after year, to prevent abrupt changes.

In group E in the preliminary round, Spain look 
like favourites to snatch one of the two top spots, 
competing with Sweden, Bosnia and Herzegovina and 
the Czech Republic. The clash with Sweden will be key, 
as the winner will take two extra points to the main 
round.

Only one other team than Sweden managed to collect 
the maximum of 12 points during the EHF EURO 
qualifiers: Germany. Does that make those two nations 
favourites for the final title? Maybe not, but at least it 
highlights the current wave of form that the Swedes 
are currently surfing on.

Looking at the last international competitions, it is 
clear why Sweden are among the favourites at this 
tournament. They won silver at the Men’s World 
Championship 2021, came fifth at the Tokyo 2020 
Olympic Games, and seventh at EHF EURO 2020. The 
Scandinavian side is back among the contenders, after 
surviving a 10-year handball desert.

The resurgence is largely due to their new generation. 
Jonathan Carlsbogard, Hampus Wanne, Lucas Pellas 
and Lukas Sandell are just some of the many young 
talents in this team. Most of them play the EHF 

Champions League every week, an opportunity that 
allows them to gather some experience that can pay 
dividends for the national team.

You would not want to overlook the role of their older 
players. Goalkeeper Andreas Palicka, lineplayer Fredric 
Pettersson and captain Jim Gottfridsson, who have all 
been around for the last decade, provide a pattern for 
the youngsters to express themselves.

At EHF EURO 2022, Sweden will have no time to 
warm up – they will battle with titleholders Spain in the 
second preliminary round game. By that point, it will 
be clear how the Swedes are playing.

If all goes well, Sweden might be able to meet their 
expectations and to find some of their former glory 
again. It is 20 years since they won the third of their 
three consecutive EHF EURO titles – will they celebrate 
a perfect anniversary?

EHF EURO RECORD

The Czech Republic head into their 11th appearance at 
the EHF EURO - but with a new coach compared to 
previous events. After the team was ruled out from the 
IHF Men’s World Championship 2021 in Egypt due to 
several Covid-19 cases, the federation split from Daniel 
Kubes and Jan Filip. 

Their successor is well-known. Rastislav Trtik coached 
the Czechs already at EHF EURO 2004 and the 
World Championship 2005. In the crucial qualification 
matches for EHF EURO 2022, the Czechs beat Ukraine 
twice and finished their group second below Russia.

After their sensational sixth position at EHF EURO 
2018, when Ondrej Zdrahala (now president of the 
Czech federation) became top scorer, the Czechs 
struggled in 2020. After losing all main round matches, 

they finished 12th. Since then, not only has Zdrahala 
quit playing for the national team, but also Martin Galia, 
who is now the new goalkeeper coach in Trtik’s staff. 
After some years with few rising stars, the Czechs 
might have found their “new Filip Jicha” in left back 
Matej Klima, who shone in the November test matches 
against Austria. Right back Stanislav Kasparek plays a 
dominant role in his new club Meshkov Brest, while the 
new number 1 in the goal, Tomas Mrkva, has impressed 
enough at German club Bergischer HC that he will 
transfer to THW Kiel after this season. 

But despite the expected huge support from the 
stands in their neighbouring country Slovakia, the 
hurdles seem quite high already in the preliminary 
round. The Czechs will face defending champions 
Spain; world silver medallists Sweden; and Bosnia and 
Herzegovina.

EHF EURO RECORD

Bosnia and Herzegovina enter their third major 
competition in their history after participating at the 
IHF Men’s World Championship 2015 and EHF EURO 
2020. 

Led by head coach Ivica Obrvan, the ‘Dragons’ 
qualified for their second EHF EURO as one of the four 
highest ranked third-placed teams, having won two 
out of six matches in group 2. The decisive result was a 
27:21 win over Austria, Obrvan’s debut match as coach.

The team includes experienced players like goalkeeper 
Benjamin Buric, all-time goal-scoring record holder 
Nikola Prce, and Vladimir Vranjes. They combine with 
young talents and players from the domestic league 
and have high hopes after finishing 23rd at EHF EURO 
2020. 

Obrvan took over the helm in February 2021 in the 
middle of qualifications for the competition and 
reached the desired goal. Together with his assistants 
he will try to lead Bosnia and Herzegovina to their best 
result so far.

Playing in group E alongside Spain, Sweden and the 
Czech Republic, Bosnia are hoping for at least one win 
with a fighting spirit for every single match.

EHF EURO RECORD

Since failing to qualify for the EHF EURO 2002 and 
2004, Norway have been on an upwards trend. 
However they consistently struggled to reach the 
podium, finishing fourth in 2016, sixth in 2008 and 
twice in seventh place.

Two years ago, when they co-hosted the tournament, 
they looked unbeatable and were poised to secure 
their first-ever final berth, only for a hard 28:29 loss 
in extra time against Croatia to derail their campaign. 
They went on to win bronze, their first European 
medal, but the lingering feeling was they could have 
done more.

They come back with big expectations, although key 
players including left wing Magnus Jøndal and line player 
Bjarte Myrhol retired in 2021. Coach Christian Berge is still 
leading the side and this generation of players has really 
matured since he first took charge in 2015.

Norway will also once again be relying on the presence 
of three-time All-star Team member Sander Sagosen. 
Sagosen was the top goal scorer in 2020 with 65 
goals, setting the all-time record for goals scored in a 
single edition.

All hopes will be on Sagosen to deliver another 
masterpiece, but he will need all the help he can 
get from other crucial players to lift Norway to the 
final. This is particularly the case as Norway missed 
out on the crunch stages of last year’s international 
tournaments, with sixth place at the IHF Men’s World 
Championship and seventh at the Tokyo 2020 
Olympic Games last summer.

EHF EURO RECORD

In their first four participations at the EHF EURO, 
Russia did not finish lower than fourth, winning the 
trophy in 1996. Yet their last appearances were poor: 
they finished ninth two times, in 2014 and 2016; 15th in 
2012; and 22nd in 2020.

In fact, Russia won only four of their last 15 games at 
the EHF EURO and even failed to qualify in 2018.

But a major reboot is now in the works. Bringing in 
Bosnian coach Velimir Petkovic was a small coup in 
itself, as Petkovic brings plenty of experience and 
a modern style, forged in the German Bundesliga. 
However, the team still needs to adapt to this, as 
demonstrated by their 14th-place finish at the IHF 
Men’s World Championship in January 2021.

Petkovic’s up-tempo style might annoy the Russian 
purists, yet the change has been welcomed by the 
players. They have clearly bought into their coach’s 
approach and this has paid dividends in recent 
matches.

Russia qualified with ease to EHF EURO 2022 from a 
group that included the Czech Republic, Ukraine and 
the Faroe Islands, winning four games and drawing the 
other two, with an efficient attack. 

This could also be the tournament when young star 
Sergei Mark Kosorotov really comes of age. The left 
back was his team’s top scorer in qualification phase 2, 
with 20 goals in six games.

EHF EURO RECORD

Slovakia finished last in their three previous 
appearances at the EHF EURO, in 2006, 2008 and 
2012. In fact, they are yet to win a game at the final 
tournament, with eight losses and one draw to their 
account. 

However, that could change in 2022, when they co-
host the European flagship tournament with Hungary, 
as their ambitions are high and they boast the most 
experienced team to ever represent them in the 
competition.

Slovakia are now led by the second-youngest coach in 
the competition, 39-year-old Peter Kukucka. Kukucka 
represented his national team as a player at the EHF 
EURO in 2006 and 2012, sharing the court with some 
of the players he now coaches. He will hope to instil 
new life into a team that has been lacking the passion 
and drive to get back to the top in the past years.

Slovakia still boast experienced players such as Tomas 
Urban, Lubomir Duris and Martin Stranovsky. Their 
international experience could be a plus, especially 
in the do-or-die game against Lithuania, which may 
prove decisive in the maths for progressing to the next 
phase of the competition.

The lack of competitive matches might be a minus for 
Slovakia, as well as the pressure resulting from playing 
at home in front of their own fans. However, Kukucka, 
who took his first steps into coaching at Swiss side 
Kadetten Schaffhausen, will be ready to take on the 
challenge.

EHF EURO RECORD

The last time Lithuania reached the final tournament 
of the EHF EURO, coach Mindaugas Andriuska was 
just starting his career, while other crucial players in the 
current team were just a few years old. 

After a 24-year wait, Lithuania are back in business, 
delivering on the promise Andriuska made when he 
was appointed in 2019 that he would lead the side to 
an international competition.

The path has been rocky and Lithuania are by no 
means a powerhouse, but they still boast a group of 
players that have been together for a long time. They 
also have plenty of international experience, including 
backs Jonas Truchanovicius, the only Lithuanian player 
to win the EHF Champions League, with Montpellier in 
2018, or Aidenas Malasinkas, who has been a mainstay 
at HC Motor in the past seasons.

Emerging players like Zanas Gabrielius Virbauskas, 
who was the top scorer in the EHF EURO 2022 
qualification phase 2, with 24 goals, will definitely help, 
but the overall lack of depth could be troublesome, 
especially in the crunch moments of the games. 

Lithuania won only one game in history at the EHF 
EURO, therefore the need to start strongly is essential. 
They won only two games in qualification phase 2, 
but if they play again as they did when beating Iceland 
29:27 they could spring a surprise or two this time 
around.

Men’s EHF EURO 2024 in Germany

The Men’s EHF EURO 2024 will for the first time hosted by 
Germany and will be played between 10 and 28 January 
2024. The 16th edition of the EHF EURO will also be the 
first one with 24 teams organised just by one country.

The hosts were awarded the tournament at the 14th EHF 
Ordinary Congress in Glasgow in June 2018. In addition to 
the hosts, who qualify automatically for the tournament, all 
three EHF EURO 2022 medallists will also directly qualify. 
These four teams will play the third edition of the Men’s 

EHF EURO Cup in home and away matches at the same time as the eight qualification rounds 
for the 20 remaining spots for the EHF EURO 2024.

The teams ranked 4-24 from the EHF EURO 2022 together with Estonia, Faroe Islands, Greece, 
Israel, Italy, Kosovo, Romania and Switzerland and with four winners of the EHF EURO 2024 
relegation round will enter the race for the 20 remaining tickets in Germany. In the EHF EURO 
2024 Qualifiers between October 2022 and April 2023 the 32 participants will be divided into 
eight groups by four teams with top two teams and four best ranked third-teams qualifying for 
the final tournament.

The opening game of the EHF EURO 2024, which will take place on 10 January 2024 at 
the the Merkur Spiel-Arena in Düsseldorf, aims at setting a spectator record for European 
Championships with more than 50,000 fans attending.

In addition, Germany’s largest indoor arenas are ready for great emotions, as Berlin (Mercedes-
Benz Arena/14,800), Mannheim (SAP Arena/13,200), Munich (SAP Garden/11,500), Hamburg 
(Barclaycard Arena/13,300) and Cologne (LANXESS arena/19,750) are the tournament’s host 
cities.

The heart of the communication is the claim “HERE TO PLAY!”

WHERE NEXT
2023 IHF World Men’s Championship in  
Poland and Sweden

The 28th IHF World Men’s Championship will be held between 
11 and 29 January 2023 in Poland and Sweden. Besides both 
hosting countries and Denmark, who were gold medallists for two 
consecutive times in 2019 and 2021, another at least 12 European 
teams will be part of this tournament.

The three best-ranked teams of the EHF EURO 2022 in Hungary 
and Slovakia – excluding Poland, Sweden and Denmark, whose 
places are already booked – will directly qualify for the world 
championship. The remaining nine spots will be decided in two 

parts of the qualification phase 2. In the first part in March 2022 eight qualifiers from the phase 
1 and Switzerland will face nine lowest ranked teams from the EHF EURO 2022 (excluding 
Poland, Sweden and Denmark). The nine winners of this part will proceed to the final stage of 
the European qualification in April 2022 and will meet nine best ranked teams from the EHF 
EURO 2022 excluding those who will have already booked a direct place. 

The qualification phase 2 draw will take place on the final weekend of the EHF EURO 2022  
in Budapest.

MULTIPLE EURO WINNERS
Karabatic and Gille can make history together

At the Men’s EHF EURO 2022 in January in Hungary and Slovakia, 
France’s Nikola Karabatic is aiming for his fourth EHF EURO trophy; 
defending champions Spain dream of the first ever treble in history 
after 2018 and 2020, and their coach Jordi Ribera could join legendary 
Frenchman Claude Onesta as a three-peat champion. 

But Sweden still dominate the records of multiple Men’s EHF EURO 
winners, although the ‘Three Crowns’ won their last trophy almost 20 
years ago. A total of five Swedish players featured in all four of the teams 
to win gold in 1994, 1998, 2000 and 2002. Sweden are also still the first, 
last and only team to become European champions on home ground – 
in 2002.

A total of seven different coaches have steered their teams to EHF EURO 
glory, and again a Swede is on top of the table: Bengt Johansson, who 
gave his name to the ‘Bengan Boys’, is four-time champion.

In the 2022 tournament another Frenchman could make a different kind 
of history: Guillaume Gille, who was twice European champion on court, 
has the chance of becoming the first to take gold as a coach too. 

Ljubomir Vranjes has the same goal. He was three times a winner as a 
player with Sweden and now hopes for gold as Slovenia’s coach, after 
steering the team to the EHF EURO 2020 semi-finals. To date, only 
one coach has ever won the EHF EURO for a team that is not his home 
country: Icelander Dagur Sigurdsson in 2016 with Germany.

TOP SCORERS AND MVP AWARDS
Who is the top of the top at Men’s EHF EURO events? If you ever wanted 
to know which players have shone at the European championships as top 
scorers and MVPs throughout history, here is your chance.
Big names such as Nikola Karabatic, Ivano Balic, Mikkel Hansen or Sander 
Sagosen are there, as well as players from the start of the EURO events.

Top scorers
The Czech Republic has generated the most top scorers, with Jan Filip 
(1998), Filip Jicha (2010) and Ondrej Zdrahala (2018) all making the list. 
Below the Czech Republic is Spain, with Joan Canellas (2014) and Valero 
Rivera (2016), and Croatia with Mirza Dzomba in 2004 and Ivano Balic in 
2008. 
The latter tournament was the only one with three top scorers: Lars 
Christiansen and Nikola Karabatic equalled Balic’s total of 44 goals. 
In the whole history of the EHF EURO final tournaments, Christiansen is 
the only top scorer to have won gold. His fellow top scorers in 2008 also 
reached the podium, with Balic winning silver and Karabatic bronze. 
Many thought that Kiril Lazarov’s 61 goals at the EHF EURO 2012 at Serbia 
would be a record for eternity, before Norwegian Sander Sagosen scored 
65 goals at the EHF EURO 2020.

Most Valuable Players
Only three MVPs were also crowned EHF EURO champions: Magnus 
Andersson (Sweden) in 1994, his compatriot and later-on Handball 
Player of the Century Magnus Wislander in 2002, and Frenchman Nikola 
Karabatic in 2014. In 2008 and 2010 the MVP was also the top scorer: 
Nikola Karabatic and Filip Jicha.
The 14 MVPs represent seven different countries: Sweden (3), France (3), 
Croatia (3), Spain (2), Germany, the Czech Republic and Serbia.
Balic and Karabatic are the only players to have received the MVP award 
twice. Balic won it twice in a row (2004 and 2006).
For five players, the MVP award was something of a consolation prize, as 
they received the trophy right after losing the EHF EURO finals. The first 
was Talant Dujshebaev (Spain) in 1996, the second Serb Momir Ilic in 2012. 
Since 2016, every MVP has shared their fate: Raul Entrerrios (Spain), Jim 
Gottfridsson (Sweden) and Domagoj Duvnjak (Croatia).

ALL-STAR TEAMS
All-star Team members
Record winners Sweden are the top nation in terms of All-star Team 
nominations: 15 Swedish players have been named among the best of 
the tournament, as well as winning three MVP awards. Second-ranked 
is Spain (14 All-star nominations, plus two MVPs) ahead of Croatia (13 
and three MVPs), Denmark (11), France (9 and three MVPs), Germany (10 
and one MVP), Russia (six), Iceland, Norway (five), Slovenia and Poland 
(three), Czech Republic, Serbia (one All-star member and one MVP each), 
Hungary and Portugal (one). This means the All-star Teams have included 
players from 15 nations.
At the EHF EURO 1998 there was no All-star Team, but individual trophies 
were awarded. Since 2010, the best defender of the tournament is 
included in the All-star Team.
Looking at the biggest number of nominations, again Nikola Karabatic is 
on top. Including the MVP awards in 2008 and 2014, he was selected five 
times for EHF EURO All-star Teams (2004, 2006, 2010). Several players 
have three nominations, including Swedish goalkeeper Peter Gentzel, 
Ivano Balic, Olafur Stefansson, Mikkel Hansen and Sander Sagosen. 
Norwegian star Sagosen is the only player to have been part of the last 
three EHF EURO All-star Teams.

OFFICIAL MATCH BALL

For the 6th consecutive EHF EURO event since the Women’s EHF EURO 
2016, the final tournament’s match ball is presented by the EHF’s premium 
partner, Danish ball manufacturer SELECT Sport.

The ‘Ultimate iBall’ saw the light of day at the draw event in May 2021 
and will eventually star in all 65 matches at the Men’s EHF EURO 2022.
The ball has been exclusively designed for the championship. With 
elements in dark and light blue as well as in green and red it features the 
European Handball Federation’s primary colour as well as those which 
are dominant in the host nations’ flags.

With the EHF’s ongoing partnership with KINEXON for the EHF EURO 
events, this SELECT Ultimate iBall has a built-in chip that tracks and 
distributes data in real-time: Shot detection, exact ball speed and position 
of the shot is captured, used and displayed on the EHF’s owned and 
operated channels as well as on TV and brings fans and spectators 
closer to the game.

On EHF EURO level, the SELECT Ultimate iBall premiered at the final 
weekend of the Women’s EHF EURO 2018 and has since been used at 
the Men’s and Women’s EHF EURO 2020.

The ball is made of extremely hardwearing synthetic leather material.  
A zero-wing bladder inside the ball ensures optimal roundness.

The specially developed ‘shark skin foam’ gives the ball an extremely soft 
feel and excellent grip. The ball is light and lively, but above all its constant 
balance ensures that there are no random bounces.

CEO of SELECT Sport, Peter Knap, said: “This is a fantastic ball with 
excellent qualities proven in play at numerous European Championships 
and in top handball leagues. We have been developing handballs for 
more than 70 years, so we are able to ensure top quality when it comes to 
material and innovative solutions – just like with this Ultimate iBall.”



TECHNOLOGIES
Instant replay technologies
Several technological developments are in place at the Men’s EHF 
EURO 2022. The use of them will also be clearly communicated to 
the spectators in the arena with the help of dedicated graphic icons 
shown on the arena cube.

Instant Replay Technology and Goal-line cameras
Instant replay offers the possibility to the referees to immediately watch a 
situation on a TV screen if they were not able to see the complete action 
on the court and if they wish to check again before reaching a decision. 
This specifically refers to key match situations where the referees decide 
to consult the TV picture additionally to their own view on the court. 

The goal-line technology allows referees to utilise a number of cameras 
fixed to the goal to check whether the ball has crossed the goal-line. As 
the video is linked to the match clock, the referees can also check, if the 
ball crossed the goal-line before the end of half-time or full-time.

The use of both goal-line technology and instant replay (disqualification 
and consquences) is exclusively the responsibility of the referees and only 
the referees can decide to make use of it or not. 

Goal-light
An LED light installed inside the goal lights up at the same time as the 
buzzer sounds for team timeouts and at the end of each half. This visual 
signal therefore provides all those involved in the match an additional 
signal to show that the time has stopped or ended. The signal also 
provides further help to the referees in deciding whether a last-second 
shot has crossed the line or not.

Substitution area technology
This system provides a detailed view on both substitution areas and offers 
video assistance in case of decisions that concern the substitution areas. 
The two cameras will be installed at the timekeeper table’s corners.  
The pictures are accessible for the EHF Delegates in case of an unclear 
situation with player substitutions. Additionally they are also accessible for 
the referees in case of any serious situation in the substitution area where 
they decide to consult the pictures.

Important: These additional pictures are only to be used in case of a 
situation where an incorrect substitution has already been identified but it 
is unclear which player is to be punished. 

Electronic team timeout request (‘Buzzer’)
Each team can request the team timeout directly through pushing a 
button on an electronic device. The button is directly connected to the 
official scoreboard system and pushing the button will directly lead to a 
stopping of the time, additionally an audio signal will be initialized to make 
all involved parties aware of the time-out.

In case of a mistake/misuse related to the team timeout request, all of the 
following sanctions apply:

•	 Progressive punishment or direct red card depending whether the 
action was on purpose or not

•	 Penalty throw for the team which was in possession of the ball 

•	 Team that caused the faulty timeout request will lose one timeout

Player tracking technology/KINEXON
Two years ago match data collection reached new heights at the 
Men’s EHF EURO 2020, thanks to the cooperation between the 
European Handball Federation and KINEXON, the leading German 
tracking and analytics company. Following successful cooperation 
at several showcase events both on the club and the national 
team level, the EHF EURO 2022 will again offer player tracking 
technology, providing more insights into the game.

The player tracking technology will be joined by the SELECT iBall, 
the intelligent ball with an integrated chip for data transmission. 
The technology has been successfully used at the marquee event 
in club handball, the EHF FINAL4, and will now serve to the needs 
of media professionals and fans at the continental national team 
competition again.

During the EHF EURO 2022, tracking sensors in jerseys of all 
players and the chip in the iBall will collect an unparalleled 
amount of data around each match. All players will be fitted 
with the tracking chip, which will be integrated into their playing 
shirts. The sensor weighs only 14 grams and will not influence the 
players’ on-court performance.

KINEXON anchors will be placed around the court capturing the 
data from the sensors in the players’ shirts and the ball. Fans, 
coaches and players will be able to see players’ running distance, 
playing time, fastest sprints, highest jumps and fastest goalkeeper 
saves. In addition, the SELECT iBall will collect information such as 
ball speed, shot detection, position of the shot and placement of 
the ball on target.

The match data will be delivered directly to the spectators 
watching at home via social media and on TV. An extensive report 
of collected match data will be provided to the participating 
teams, giving them opportunity to have all information about the 
team and individual player performance.
